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Resumen: La Ley de Universidades vigente en Venezuela establece tres areas que deben desarrollar
estas Instituciones en nuestro pais, estas son Docencia, Investigacion y Extension. Estas actividades
que se desarrollan por ley, principalmente en la docencia, se ven limitadas en extension e investigacion,
especificamente en programas de pregrado, caso contrario en los postgrados, por las lineas y tépicos
que siguen manteniendo una concentracion con rigurosidad cientifica. El objetivo es analizar la
vinculacion de la Investigacion dentro de las actividades académicas de la Catedra Derecho Petrolero
de la Universidad José Antonio Paez. Los objetivos especificos: Determinar las normativas juridicas
que promueven y regulan la investigacion en el sector Universitario Venezolano, analizar la situacion
existente en cuanto a la investigacion cientifica dentro de la Catedra Derecho Petrolero de la UJAP,
establecer las areas sobre las cuales pudiera desarrollarse investigacion cientifica dentro de la Catedra
Derecho Petrolero de la UJAP. Este trabajo se desarrolla bajo la modalidad de Investigacion
Fenomenoldgica, encuadrandola en investigacion Juridico exploratoria. El disefio empleado es mixto,
combinando la revision documental junto al trabajo de campo adelantado por el investigador,
empleando para ello técnicas propias de recoleccién y analisis de datos, asi como un nivel exploratorio,
por ser el problema novedoso y actual. Venezuela posee varias normativas que sustentan la
investigacion, tales como Ley de Universidades, junto a instrumentos sub legales del sector
Universitario, el Plan Simén Bolivar 2007-2013, LOCTI. Ademas de instrumentos internacionales
relacionados con cooperacion cientifica y educativa. La UJAP tiene tres semestres incorporando
investigacion con alumnos de Derecho Petrolero, arrojando estos resultados: semestre 2011-1 doce
trabajos elaborados, semestre 2011-2 dieciséis trabajos, semestre 2011-3 veinte trabajos, tratando
temas sobre Petroleo y Ambiente, Regulacién de Hidrocarburos, Petréleo y Sociedad, Politicas
Energéticas. Actualmente Legislacion de hidrocarburos comparada en América Latina.
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Abstract: The University Law in force in Venezuela establishes three areas that these Institutions must
develop in our country, these are Teaching, Research and Extension. These activities that are carried
out by law, mainly in teaching, are limited in extension and research, specifically in undergraduate
programs, otherwise in postgraduate programs, due to the lines and topics that continue to maintain a
concentration with scientific rigor. The objective is to analyze the connection of Research within the
academic activities of the Petroleum Law Chair of the José Antonio Paez University. The specific
objectives: Determine the legal regulations that promote and regulate research in the Venezuelan
University sector, analyze the existing situation regarding scientific research within the Petroleum Law
Chair of the UJAP, establish the areas on which scientific research could be developed. within the
Petroleum Law Chair of the UJAP. This work is developed under the modality of Phenomenological
Research, framing it as exploratory Legal research. The design used is mixed, combining documentary
review with field work carried out by the researcher, using their own data collection and analysis
techniques, as well as an exploratory level, as the problem is novel and current. Venezuela has several
regulations that support research, such as the University Law, along with sub-legal instruments of the
University sector, the Simon Bolivar Plan 2007-2013, LOCTI. In addition to international instruments
related to scientific and educational cooperation. UJAP has three semesters incorporating research with
Petroleum Law students, yielding these results: semester 2011-1 twelve papers prepared, semester
2011-2 sixteen papers, semester 2011-3 twenty papers, dealing with topics on Petroleum and
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Environment, Hydrocarbon Regulation, Oil and Society, Energy Policies. Currently Comparative
hydrocarbon legislation in Latin America.
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
